A Bill
An Act Making Appropriations to Purchase Proxy Card Readers for the Center for Student Engagement
 Be it enacted by the Senate of the Associated Students, 

Section 1: Purpose

Every time a key to the Center for Student Engagement is lost, it costs between $1,500 and $3,000 to rekey. This has happened twice in the last four years, and keys have been lost again. Every new key costs $10, and ASUN has about 250 students and staff with keys. Proxy card privileges can be shut off quickly, and if a student were to lose their proxy card, they may get a new proxy card which can be turned on quicker than going through the process of getting a new key. The process will be much more efficient. It is financially responsible to make this purchase, as it will save ASUN funds in the long run.
Section 2: Findings

For the entire project, ASUN has been quoted $8,500.00. This includes $7,500 for the readers themselves, $500 for the removal of the exit light, and $500 for the side door hardware change. With a 5% price fluctuation on the quote, the total requested amount is $8,925.00.
Section 3: Appropriations

The President of the Association is hereby authorized to make capital expenditures not to exceed a total of $8,925.00 for proxy card readers in the ASUN Center for Student Engagement.
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
