A Resolution

In Support of Creating a Disability Resource Center Transportation Service
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Whereas, the Senate of the Associated Students are in support of creating a Disability Resource Center Transportation System;
Whereas, this system aims to provide students with temporary or permanent mobility issues transportation through accessible golf-carts for the purpose of getting them to and from their classes within a limited amount of time;
Whereas, our campus currently has inaccessible locations, specifically on the south side of campus closest to construction, inaccessible buildings, and heavily trafficked areas;
Whereas, although the University of Nevada is moving towards a Pedestrian Friendly Campus, it is not friendly towards students with temporary or permanent mobility issues due to circumstances such as construction, highly trafficked areas, and inaccessible staircases and buildings;
Whereas, this is a crucial time to push this project through as Parking and Transportation Services is currently working towards creating golf-cart routes, and as the University is improving its disability services;
Whereas, although Parking and Transportation Services has provided more Handicapped parking spots due to construction and reduced parking locations, this does not provide a solution for students with temporary or permanent mobility issues trying to get from one class to another within a limited amount of time; 
Whereas, currently our campus has other forms of transportation such as the PACK Transit service hosted by Parking and Transportation Services, Campus Escort created by the Associated Students of the University of Nevada, and the Student Cadet Program Transits hosted by the UNR Police Department and Parking and Transportation Services;
Whereas, although helpful to students staying on campus late or to students trying to get from the parking lots to the opposite side of campus, and although two of these transportation services have accessible vehicles, these transportation services do not provide a solution for students with mobility issues trying to get from one class to another on-campus within a short amount of time;
Whereas, PACK Transit and Campus Escort’s main focus is on the outskirts of campus. 
Whereas, Campus Escort and The Student Cadet Program Transits aren’t in operation until the end of the school day, beginning at 5:00pm for Campus Escort and 6:00pm for the Student Cadet Program;
Whereas, by providing a Transportation Service like the Disability Resource Center Transportation Service from the beginning of the school day up to the time that Campus Escort and the Student Cadet Services are in operation, this service will provide students with temporary or permanent mobility issues with the ability to get to their classes in a calm, safe, and timely manner;
Whereas, this service will also create more student jobs on our campus;
[bookmark: _GoBack]Whereas, other Universities such as Cal Poly and Stanford in California have Transportation services for students under their Disability Resource Centers; 
Whereas, our Disability Resource Center Transportation Service will directly mimic Cal Poly’s On-Campus Transportation Service and Stanford’s DisGo Transportation Service;
Whereas, the University of Nevada’s Disability Resource Center is in support of creating a Disability Resource Center Transportation Service; 
Be it resolved that, the Senate of the Associated Students are in support of creating the Disability Resource Center Transportation Service;
Be it further resolved that, a copy of this resolution be sent to President Marc Johnson, Assistant Director Mary Anne Christensen from the Disability Resource Center, and Assistant Director Michelle Horton from Parking and Transportation Services;
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
