i. General updates from the Director regarding the Department
Everything has been going good, committee is currently in the middle of a department transition, but senators are handling the transition well.  
ii. “Great Debate” logistics  
Director Charles received emails from both debate teams about dates that would not work well with each other. Out of the seven dates that Director Charles provided, not one of the dates was accepted by the two teams. Other dates will be discussed and presented to them. October 18th is being pushed for the debate.  Homecoming week is close to that, so a lot of student attendance will be lost that first week. Director Charles has been in contact with Nightingale Hall to hold debate in that venue. Nightingale Hall is a better venue than JCSU, but has limited availability. For Rick the Vote, and SCAB meeting was held. A meeting was held is regards to what the committee needs to provide for SCAB for rock the vote. If the committee doesn’t hear from Ink Blot by the end of the week, they will go ahead and publish everything for Rock the Vote. Panel is that Thursday the 13th. Dunk the delegates will be Monday the 10th. Kyle Sharp said that he has been reserving the time for Political Palooza to be from 9am to 2pm. Director Charles has suggested to change the time from 9am to 10am, to make it more convenient for students to attend. For attendants for the Panel, staff on the Chip Evans campaign have been contacted and the committee is now waiting for responses. The location of the Panel will be in the Theater in the JCSU. Director Charles has Julia Radley’s contact information for the panel. Committee members will be contacting city council’s offices once a day to get responses from candidates. The Panel’s description for Rock the Vote is vague, so it is unlikely that anyone would be offended if certain candidates do not show up for the event. 
iii. Budget Information

Director Charles has been in office for about a month and the committee has already spent about $1,000. Director Charles stated that she needs to be informed of anything related to the budget through an email. Budget review committees want to make sure that the committee is using their budget appropriately.
