1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER 
Meeting was called to order at 10:00 am in the President’s Conference Room, third floor Joe Crowley Student Union. Presiding secretary was Courtney Cunneen

5. OLD BUSINESS 
There is no old business to be discussed at this time. 
 
6. NEW BUSINESS 
a. S.B. 85 - An Act to Transfer Funds from the Capital Fund to the Nevada Wolf 
Shop 
The Committee will read and debate the piece of legislation. The Committee may edit the piece of legislation as it sees fit. The Committee may decide to report favorably, unfavorably, take no action, or refer the legislation to another committee. 

A bill enacts to transfer funds to the Nevada WolfShop, requesting emergency funds. 

Senator Mah entered at 10:05 am 

In addition to this bill, this request was made through President Teixeira, the request was initially asked for by Mr. Dubey, requesting a transfer of funds from book store reserve of $500,000 to the wolf shop, this will be determined at meeting, the transfer is needed the week of May 2017. The need for a transfer will not affect contribution to ASUN and it will be reimbursed by end of the year. 

In addition to the memo sent to Senator Kuykendall, sent to him by Director Rodriguez, transfer from ASUN capital funds to the wolf shop, funds will be replenished by 2018. 

Seeking a motion to favorably request senate bill 85, Senator Bussman moved to favor, seconded by Senator Martinez. 
Senator Kuykendall said that the committee should contact Mr. Dubrey and let him know about the meeting. Meeting was last minute for him, he was unable to attend. 

Director Rodriquez said to approve all $500,000, we still have May and June with more bills coming in. She explains that the money that’s in this account has been placed there by the wolf shop. That money doesn’t belong to the association. That money has been in this account for a decade maybe more, they couldn’t get the money unless this process happened. This has never happened before, they would normally transfer money in if they needed it.

Senator Bussman asked how the wolf shop went from having a profit to having such a big drop. How did they get into this big of a hole?

Senator Kuykendall said that they thought it would be gradual, $261,000 is a big jump from being profitable to not being profitable, look over that in financial reviews. He meet with the director of the wolf shop. The association as a whole is to reevaluate our strategy with the wolf shop.

Senator Becker entered at 10:15 am, tardy excused. 

Senator Martinez, to Director Rodriguez, asked if she thinks they should transfer the $500,000.

Director Rodriguez clarifies that by passing this bill you are allowing them to transfer up to $500,000. If you read the treasury bill, I have permission to go grab money from the capital account to offset balance, practicality, they put things in place, you do financial reviews of the accounts, its more about practicality, my advice to you would be to get Dubrey to come to the senate meeting. 

Senator Kuykendall seeks motion to amend senate bill 85, to say capital fund be decreased up to $500,000, go back and also say, amending first clause, to say that the Nevada wolf shop is requesting transfer of emergency dollars to be fiscally sound. Final whereas clause, to say, up to $500,000

Senator Bussman clarification, can we make a motion to replace all numbers?

Senator Kuykendall explained that that wouldn’t work. 

Senator Bussman stated that except for the first clause, the clauses should say up too.

Senator Martinez asked if they need to add in anything.  

Director Rodriguez said this action is not necessary, seeing continued decrease in text book sales, and an increase in ebook sales, there is not as much money coming in, not at the end of the fiscal year, mid-august before all the bills hit the account.

Senator Martinez said that we won’t be in session.
 
Senator Kuykendall asked with this situation, what kind of preventative action can we do to reevaluate this situation.

Director Rodriguez said that you can stop it right now by failing this bill, we have been reevaluating the wolf shop for the past four years, bringing in less and less money, changes in the market for books, until we balance out, the wolf shop needs to adapt. 

Senator Kuykendall seeks a motion to amend, Senator Smith moved to amend, seconded by Senator Martinez. Now seeking a motion to amend senate bill 85 to transfer funds to the wolfshop. 

Senator Smith moved to amend, seconded by Senator Mall, all voted yes, motion carried

Seeking a motion to amend, fiscally solvent, Senator Becker moved to amend, seconded by Senator Smith. All vote yes, motion carries

Seeking a motion, Senator Bussman moved to amend senate bill 85, seconded by Senator Thummel, all vote yes, motion carried. 

Senator Smith left at 10:30

Moving back into discussion of senate bill 85

Senator Kuykendall asked if the bill could be fast tracked.

Director Rodriguez doesn’t like to fast track especially with dollars. Going to be in contact with Director Dubey.

Senator Bussman, if the wolf shop went under and the amount of money needed to level out, where would that money come from?

Director Rodriguez said that they are financially separated.

Senator Kuykendall said that the wolf shop is incurring expenses to make a minimal profit. 

Senator Becker asked if we are giving them emergency funds, we are picking up their slack? 

Senator Kuykendall said that the money that they will be getting from this bill isn’t ASUN. Capital funds account to remain at $500,000. It does impact us, but it is taking a privilege away, taking 260,000 out.

Senator Becker said that they said they will do it, do they have a plan to attract the 260,000 dollars?

Senator Bussman said they had a proposed budget of how they were going to operate the store, and replenish the account. As far as whether the wolf shop can equalize, this is a transition period for the wolf shop, physical operation of text books is super inefficient. Students rent every textbook that is needed from outside companies, not only are they trying to switch away from textbooks, but they want to remove that uncertainty with physical textbooks to equalize the decrease in activity that the wolf shop has seen. 

Martinez left the room at 10:45

Director Rodriguez said the Nevada bookshop used to be the only thing in town, not for profit organization. We can’t advertise the Nevada bookshop in town, we can’t tell students to go to the bookstore. 

Senator Bussman suggested that it is important to give the wolf shop a chance to adapt but if they can’t equalize the budget we should step in. 

Senator Becker stated that what the committee needs to see from the wolf shop is their plan of action

Director Rodriquez clarified again that the money in the account is not ASUN’s, it is the wolf shop’s money. ASUN came up with a plan for it. 

Senator Becker said that the only way it would be ASUN money is if its exceeds $500,000

Senator Kuykendall seeks a motion to favorably refer senate bill 85, Senator Becker moved to favorably refer the bill, seconded by Senator Busman, all vote yes, motion carried.
