Whereas, the title of H.R. 2709 reads “To increase the participation of historically underrepresented 1 



demographic groups in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics education and industry.”; 2 



Whereas, “According to the National Academy of Sciences, STEM education at the undergraduate 3 



level is vital to developing a workforce that will allow the United States to remain the leader in the 4 



21st century global economy” (HR2709.II.01a); 5 



Whereas, “According to the 2013 American Community Survey Report on disparities in STEM 6 



employment, women comprise about half of the United States workforce but only make up 26 7 



percent of STEM workers” (HR2709.II.01a); 8 
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
