Senator Cammie Lee said that the only differences are some clerical errors in section one and some things that needed to be hyphenated. In section two, subsection C, it’s “publication in” instead of “publication for”. She said the most important thing that was changed was that instead of 7 its 4 associate editors and instead of the associate editors talking to the referees it’s the senior editors. 

“Larissa Glontale said now that they have a senior co-editor down at UNLV the associate editors will be in contact with her, making the reduction down to four is feasible.

Dr. Beattie asked if the wording is “no less than four”.

Larissa Glontale said yes it is.”

Senator Cammie lee asked if there was any more discussion. Since there was none, it will be recommended favorably to senate.
