1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER
Director Zyna Navarte called the Department of IDEA meeting to order on Friday, November 7, 2025, at 1:30 PM in the Joe Crowley Student Union Room 406. The meeting was held in person and via Zoom.

2. COMPLIANCE WITH NEVADA OPEN MEETING LAW
a. Director Navarte confirmed that the agenda was posted three full working days in advance on the ASUN website. The meeting occurred on the date, time, and location listed on the agenda, and the Zoom link was publicly accessible. All requirements under Nevada Open Meeting Law were met.

5. PUBLIC COMMENT (INFORMATION ONLY)
There was no public comment at this time.

6. ADOPTION OF MINUTES (FOR POSSIBLE ACTION)
There are no minutes to be approved at this time.

7. REPORTS (INFORMATION ONLY)
a. Director Navarte reported collaborating with the UNR International Club to sponsor their event and noted that the week was hectic due to agenda adjustments. She confirmed a meeting initially planned for next Thursday would be canceled.
b. Assistant Director Rock provided updates on outreach to departments and officers within ASUN. She noted communications with multiple departments and ongoing coordination with the Internship Coordinating Committee to ensure representation from various branches.
c. Commissioner Campbell reported on the Pack Without Borders event, confirming the event name and date changes. She submitted PACLIFE forms, managed reservations, and coordinated credit card requests. She also planned to follow up with UNRPD and KC for confirmations. 
d. Commissioner Mummalaneni shared updates regarding coordination with Austin from ACLU to arrange a speaker for the Pack Without Borders event, confirming ongoing scheduling communication.
e. Commissioner Ottaviano reported progress on marketing materials, including finalized stickers, social media graphics, and partnerships with community organizations such as Catholic Charities, the Multicultural Center, and Financial Aid. Six organizations had confirmed attendance, with two more being contacted.

8. OLD BUSINESS (INFORMATION ONLY/FOR POSSIBLE ACTION)
a. The I Stand with Immigrants event was renamed 'Pack Without Borders' and rescheduled for Monday, November 24, 2025, from 4:00–7:00 PM at the Rotunda and Breezeway. Attendance is expected between 100–200 attendees. Logistics, setup, and organizational outreach were discussed. The next coordination meeting was scheduled for November 11 via Zoom. Director Navarte outlined logistics including check-in procedures, tabling tickets, and speaker introductions.

9. NEW BUSINESS (INFORMATION ONLY/FOR POSSIBLE ACTION
a. Director Navarte introduced the budget proposal for the UNR International Club’s 'Night of All Nations' event. A motion to approve the $500.15 budget was moved by Commissioner Campbell and seconded. The motion passed unanimously. Funds will be allocated via Amazon purchases through the accounting office, with expected delivery before November 21, 2025
b. The IDEA Grant is a $1,500 funding opportunity awarded equally to two students, organizations, or clubs who demonstrate a strong commitment to Inclusion, Diversity, Equity, and Access (IDEA) at the University of Nevada, Reno. This initiative, led by the Department of IDEA through ASUN, supports projects that promote a more inclusive campus environment. Applications must outline an event or initiative aligning with IDEA’s core values. Two recipients will each receive $750 to implement their programs in Spring 2026 (February–April). Proposals should include measurable outcomes and plans for student engagement. The IDEA Grant celebrates student leadership, creativity, and advocacy toward fostering cultural awareness, inclusivity, and equitable access across the UNR community

Director Navarte adjourned the meeting at 1:53 PM on Friday, November 7, 2025, in the Joe Crowley Student Union Room 406. The meeting concluded successfully.
