1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER
a. Director Zyna Navarte called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. in Room 406 of the Joe Crowley Student Union. 

2. COMPLIANCE WITH NEVADA OPEN MEETING LAW
a. The Director confirmed that the agenda was posted three full working days prior by 9:00 a.m., the meeting occurred on the listed date, time, and location, and the Zoom link was active and available to the public. The meeting was found in full compliance with Nevada Open Meeting Law.

3. LAND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
We recognize that the University of Nevada, Reno, sits on the traditional homelands of the Numu (Northern Paiute), Wašiw (Washoe), Newe (Western Shoshone), Nuwu (Southern Paiute) peoples. These lands continue to be a gathering place for Indigenous peoples and we recognize the deep connections to these places. We extend our appreciation for the opportunity to live and learn on their territory.

4. ROLL CALL

5. PUBLIC COMMENT (INFORMATION ONLY)
Senator Castro (College of Liberal Arts) announced the passage of Senate Bill 93, a resolution supporting UNR UndocuPack, passed unanimously. They also discussed upcoming resolutions on student rights awareness and a developing initiative to post “Know Your Rights” materials in residence halls. Additionally, Senator Castro informed the body of a forthcoming resolution addressing the U.S. Department of Education’s recent statement on “unprofessional” majors, advocating for the recognition of female-dominated professions such as nursing and accounting. No further public comment was heard at this time.

6. ADOPTION OF MINUTES (FOR POSSIBLE ACTION)
There are no minutes to be approved at this time.

7. REPORTS (INFORMATION ONLY)
a. Director Navarte reported that outreach for Pack Without Borders was finalized. Flyers were distributed across campus, tablers were confirmed, and assignments for event setup and execution were delegated
b. Commissioner Campbell finalized event layouts, coordinated with the Accounting Office for orders and credit card forms, distributed flyers throughout campus buildings, and posted announcements in the gym and residence halls.
c. Commissioner Ottaviano completed social media graphics, coordinated posting with the Department of Public Relations, and communicated with Inkblot to prepare student-wide text promotions.
d. Commissioner Mummalaneni printed bilingual flyers and “Know Your Rights” pamphlets, collaborated with student volunteers on Spanish translation, and updated the department on pending speaker confirmations.

8. OLD BUSINESS (INFORMATION ONLY/FOR POSSIBLE ACTION)
a. Director Navarte reviewed final logistics for the Pack Without Borders event scheduled for Monday, November 24, 2025, from 4:00–7:00 p.m. (setup 2:00–8:00 p.m.). Discussion included volunteer attire, setup procedures, tabling instructions, and speaker assignments. Officers and interns were reminded of professional expectations and food safety protocols during event preparation and service).

9. NEW BUSINESS (INFORMATION ONLY/FOR POSSIBLE ACTION

b. Discussion: Event Name Change
Director Navarte confirmed the renaming of I Stand with Immigrants to Pack Without Borders for clarity and inclusivity.
c. Discussion: Intern & Mentor Pantry/Food Bank Volunteering Requirement
All department members and interns are required to complete community volunteer hours with Pack Provisions or the Food Bank of Northern Nevada before semester’s end. Proof of service must be submitted to the Director.
d. Discussion: Flyer Distribution
Final flyer distribution was confirmed for completion by the end of the day. The Director commended the team’s professionalism and outreach efforts
e. Discussion: Department Outgoing Emails.
Director Navarte reminded all officers to maintain professional email standards—font size 12, Times New Roman, single-spaced—and to CC both the Director and the Department’s official email on all external correspondence.
f. Discussion: IDEA Grant
The Director introduced the IDEA Grant, a $1,500 initiative supporting student-led diversity and inclusion projects in collaboration with the Office of DEI. Commissioner Jaden Ottaviano volunteered to assist in planning, coordination, and communications with campus partners.

10. PUBLIC COMMENT (INFORMATION ONLY)
Senator Castro inquired whether the IDEA Grant would require codification through legislation. The Director stated that discussions with advisors and DEI leadership were ongoing before a determination would be made. No further public comment was heard.
